IDEAS FOR EDUCATIONAL ACTIVITIES FOR PROJECT NOAH WEEK AND BEYOND

ACTIVITIES BY GRADE

Grades K-2:

--Creating Recyclable Art Projects

--Reading books on the environment, such as The Giving Tree or The Lorax

--Decorating plain canvas bags to be used as grocery bags

--Working on an outdoor or indoor garden

Grades 3-5:

--Creating Worm Bins (these can be set up by the Earthways Center of the Missouri Botanical Garden); food can be added that can be composted

--Making personal recycling bins that can be used to collect recyclables from home

--Working on a group display listing Jewish values and the environment 

--Go on a nature walk and collect leaves, pinecones, etc. for a collage; pick up litter found along the way

Grades 6-8:

--Adopt a Park or Stream near your synagogue or school:  learn about the natural habitat and what makes it healthy; clean up the area if there is litter

--Baal Tashchit:  How Much Do We Waste?  Give students a chart where they can list the amount of garbage by weight their family has each week; after doing this for a week or two, discuss ways to reduce the amount of trash by using less, using products with less wasteful packaging and reusing more

--Green Gifts:  Chanukah will be here before you know it;   discuss with students the ways they can give in a way that is eco-friendly (e-cards, edible gifts, Tzedakah instead of buying more things, buying useful and reusable items, etc.)

High School:     

--Make a checklist of what your school or congregation is doing to become more Green and what it could do to become more Green

--Take a Green Tsuvah Survey:  have your students take the following survey (attached) and discuss the responses

--Sell eco-friendly projects as part of Teen Program or Youth Group (such as CF energy saving lightbulbs)
